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	Title 
	Title specifically informs the reader on the investigation. 

	Introduction
	Present any relevant information and/or background knowledge the reader should know to understand the experiment. (This may require research!) Include the purpose of the lab and your hypothesis/hypotheses to answer the purpose.

	Materials & Methods/Procedure
	This whole section needs to be written in paragraph form (no bullets or numbering) and include the following details:

· Past tense (was added, was obtained, poured, etc.)

· Clear and specific recall of experimental procedures

	Data
	Data includes detailed quantitative and/or qualitative observations

· Table(s) has title, labels, units

· Graph(s) are correctly constructed; titles, x and y axis, units labeled
· Any data manipulation or statistical calculations.
Include a short data summary (one or two sentences) of the trends in the data.
*Note: Make sure all of the tables and graphs do not get separated onto multiple pages.

	Analysis/

Conclusion

	The conclusion needs to be in paragraph form. The conclusion piece is your voice to the experiment. It lets the audience know what you did, how it turned out, and details of how to do it better if they tried it. This should be the longest part of your lab because of all the details involved. Discuss the following details: 
· Purpose of the lab (what you did and why)

· Your hypothesis details

· Support or reject hypothesis based on data/results (details necessary)

· Patterns/trends in the data
· Explanation of results (why do you think this happened? What does it mean? This may require research!)
· Errors that occurred during the lab AND how those errors could have affected the outcomes

· What changes you would make

· Conclusion summary paragraph at the end (sums up the purpose and your conclusion of the purpose of the lab)

	Work Cited
	All sources used must be cited. APA is preferred but MLA citations are fine as well. Reference the information cited by using the author’s last name or simply the number next to the citation (2). ( like that.
